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Preface

These Philippine Bidding Documents (PBDs) for the procurement of Goods through
Competitive Bidding have been prepared by the Government of the Philippines (GOP) for
use by all branches, agencies, departments, bureaus, offices, or instrumentalities of the
governmert, incduding government-owned and/or -cortrolled corporations (GOCCs),
government financial institutions (GFls), state universities and colleges (SUCs), and local
governmert units (LGUs) and autonomous regional government.  The procedures and
practices presented in this document have been developed through broad experience, and are
for mandatoryl use in projects that are financed in whole or in part by the GOP or any foreign
government/foreign or international financing institution in accordance with the provisions of
the 2016 Revised Implementing Rules and Regulations (IRR) of Republic Act (RA) 9184.

The Bidding Documents shall clearly and adequately define, anong others: (a) the
objectives, scope, and expected outputs and/or results of the proposed contract; (b) the
eligibility requirements of bidders, such as track record to be determined by the Head of the
Procuring Entity; (c) the expected contract duration, the estimated quantit?/ In the case of
procurement of goods, delivery schedule and/or time frame; and (d) the obligations, duties,
and/or functions of the winning bidder.

In order to simplify the preparation of the Bidding Documents for each procuremert,
the PBDs groups the provisions that are intended to be used unchanged in Section II.
Instruction to Bidders (ITB) and in Section IV. General Conditions of Contract (GCC). Data
and provisions specific to each procurement and contract should be included in Section il.
Bid Data Sheet (BDS); Section V. Spedial Conditions of Contract (SCC); Section V1.
Schedule of Requirements; Section V1. Technical Specifications, and Section IX. Foreign-
Assisted Projects. The forms to be used are provided in Section V111, Bidding Fonms.

Care should be taken to check the relevance of the provisions of the PBDs against the
requirements of the specific Goods to be procured. In addition, each section is prepared with
notes intended only as information for the Procuring Entity or the person drafting the Bidding
Documents.  They shall nat be included in the final documents, except for the notes
introducing Section V111. Bidding Forms where the information is useful for the Bidder. The
folloning gereral directions should be observed when using the documents:

(@  All the documerts listed in the Table of Contents are normally required for the
procurement of Goods. However, they should be adapted as necessary to the
circurmstances of the particular Project.

(b)  Specific details, such as the “name of the Procuring Entity” and “address for
bid submission,” should be furnished in the ITB, BDS, and SCC. The final
documents should contain neither blank spaces nor optiors.

(©)  This Preface and the footnotes or nates in italics included in the Invitation to
Bid, BDS, SCC, Schedule of Requirements, and Specifications are nat part of

Notes on the Instructions to Bidders

This Section of the Bidding Documents provides the information necessary for bidders to
prepare responsive bids, in accordance with the requirements of the Procuring Entity. It
also provides information on bid submission, eligibility check, opening and evaluation of
bids, post-qualification and on the anard of contradt.

This Section also contains provisionrs that are to be used unchanged. Section 111 consists of
provisions that supplement, amend, or specify in detail, information or requirements
Included in Section Il whichare specific to each procuremert.

Matters governing performance of the Supplier, payments under the contract, or matters
affecting the risks, rights, and obligations of the parties under the contract are not normelly




included in this Section, but rather under Section IV. General Conditions of Contract
(GCCO), and/or Section V. Special Conditions of Contract (SCC). If duplication of a
subject is inevitable in other sections of the document prepared by the Procuring Entity,
care must be exercised to avoid contradictions between clauses dealing with the same
matter.

For purposes of computing the foreign bidders’ NFCC, the value of the current
assets and current liahilities shall be based on their audited financial
statemegsts prepared in accordance with international financial reporting
standards.

If the prospective bidder opts to submit a committed Line of Credit, it must be
at least equal to ten percent (10%) of the ABC to be bid. If issued by a foreign
universal or commercial bank; it shall be confirmed or authenticated by a local
universal or commercial bank.

The Procuring Entity shall not assume any responsibility regarding erroneous
interpretations or conclusions by the prospective or eligible bidder out of the
data furnished by the procuring entity. However, the Procuring Entity shall
ensure that all information in the Bidding Documents, including
bid/supplemental bid bulletin/s issued, are correct and consistert.

Before submitting their bids, the Bidder is deemed to have become familiar
with all existing laws, decrees, ordinances, acts and regulations of the
Philippines which may affect this Project in any way.

The Bidder shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and submission
of his bid, and the Procuring Entity will in no case be responsible or liable for
those costs, regardless of the conduct or outcome of the bidding process.

The Bidder should note that the Procuring Entity wall accept bids only from
those that have paid the applicable fee for the Bidding Documents at the office
indicated inthe Invitation to Bid.

Origin of Goods

Unless otherwise indicated in the BDS, there is no restriction on the origin of goods
other than those prohibited by a decision of the United Nations Security Council taken
under Chapter V11 of the Charter of the United Nations, subject to ITB Clause 27.1.

Unless otherwise specified in the BDS, the Bidder may subcontract portions of
the Goods to an extent as may be approved by the Procuring Entity and stated
in the BDS.

. “The Services” means those services ancillary to the supply of

the Goods, such as transportation and insurance, and any other
incidental services, such a installation, commissioning,
provision of technical assistance, training, and other such
obligations of the Supplier covered under the Contract.

. “GCC” means the General Conditions of Contract contained in

this Section.

. “SCC” means the Special Conditions of Contract.
. “The Procuring Entity” means the organization purchasing the

Goods, as named inthe SCC.

. ““The Procuring Entity’s country” is the Philippines.

. “The Supplier” means the individual contractor, manufacturer

distributor, or firm supplying/manufacturing the Goods and
Services under this Contract and named inthe SCC.

10. The “Funding Source” means the organization named in the

SCC.

11. ““The Project Site,” where applicable, means the place or places

named inthe SCC.

12. “Day’” means calendar day.
13. The “Effective Date” of the contract will be the date of signing

the contract, however the Supplier shall commence
performance of its obligations only upon receipt of the Notice
to Proceed and copy of the approved contradt.
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14. “Verified Report” refers to the report submitted by the
Implementing Unit to the HoPE setting forth its findings as to
the existence of grounds or causes for termination and
explicitly stating its recommendation for the issuance of a
Notice to Terminate.

b. Corrupt, Fraudulent, Collusive, and Coercive Practices

Further the Funding Source, Borrower or Procuring Entity, as appropriate, will
seek to impase the maximum civil, administrative and/or criminal penalties
available under the applicable law on individuals and organizations deemed to
be involved with any of the practices mentioned in GCC Clause i.1.

c. Inspection and Audit by the Funding Source

The Supplier shall permit the Funding Source to inspect the Supplier’s accounts and
records relating to the performance of the Supplier and to have them audited by
auditors appointed by the Funding Source, if so required by the Funding Source.

d. Goveming Law and Language

1. This Contract shall be interpreted in accordance with the laws of the Republic
of the Philippines.

Il. This Contract has been executed in the English language, which shall be the
binding and controlling language for all metters relating to the meaning or
interpretation of this Contract. All correspondence and other documents
pert?ir;ing to this Contract exchanged by the parties shall be written in
English.

e. Notices

I. Any notice, request, or consent required or permitted to be given or made
pursuant to this Contract shall be in writing. Any such natice, request, or
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consent shall be deemed to have been given or made when received by the
concerned party, either in person or through an authorized representative of
the Party to whom the communication is addressed, or when sent by registered
mail, telex, telegram, or facsimile to such Party at the address specified in the
SCC, which shall be effective when delivered and duly received or on the
notice’s effective date, whichever is later.

. A Party may change its address for notice hereunder by giving the other Party

Scope of Contract

. This Contract shall include all such iterrs, although not specifically

mentiored, that can be reasonably inferred as being required for its completion
as If such items were expressly mertioned herein.

Subcontracting

Subcontracting of any portion of the Goods, if allowed in the BDS, does not
relieve the Supplier of any liability or obligation under this Contract. The
Supplier will be responsible for the acts, defaults, and negligence of any
subcontractor, its agents, servants or workmen as fully as if these were the
Supﬂi%r’s own acts, defaults, or negligence, or those of its agents, servants or
workimen.

contract implementation. Subcontractors disclosed and identified during the
bidding may be changed during the implementation of this Contract.

Procuring Entity’s Responsibilities

The Procuring Entity or its representative shall have the right to inspect and/or
to test the Goods to confirm their conformity to the Contract specifications at
no extra cost to the Procuring Entity.

The Supplier agrees that neither the execution of a test and/or inspection of the
Goods or any part thereof, nor the attendance by the Procuring Entity or its
representative, shall release the Supplier from any warranties or other
obligations under this Contract.

Warranty

1. If any dispute or difference of any kind whatsoever shall arise between the
Procuring Entity and the Supplier in connection with or arising out of this
Contract, the parties shall make every effort to resolve amicably such dispute
or difference by mutual consultation.
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. If after thirty (30) days, the parties have failed to resolve their dispute or

difference by such mutual consultation, then either the Procuring Entity or the
Supplier may give natice to the other party of its intention to commence
arbitration, as hereinafter provided, as to the muatter in dispute, and no
arbitration in respect of this matter may be commenced unless such notice is
given.

Any dispute or difference in respect of which a notice of intertion to
commence arbitration has been given in accordance with this Clause shall be
settled by arbitration.

In the case of a dispute between the Procuring Entity and the Supplier, the
dispute shall be resolved in accordance with Republic Act 9285 (“RA.

Liability of the Supplier

. Except in cases of criminal negligence or willful misconduct, and in the case

of infringement of patent rights, if applicable, the aggregate liability of the
Supplier to the Procuring Entity shall not exceed the total Contract Price,
provided that this limitation shall not apply to the cost of repairing or
replacing defective equipment.

Force Majeure

. The Supplier shall not be liable for forfeiture of its performance security,

liquidated damages, or termination for default if and to the extent that the

Such events may include, but not limited to, acts of the
Procuring Entity in its sovereign capacity, wars or revolutions, fires, floods,
epidemics, quarantire restrictions, and freight embargoes.



If a force majeuresituation arises, the Supplier shall promptly notify the
Procuring Entity in writing of such condition and the cause thereof.

X. Termination for Insolvency

The Procuring Entity shall terminate this Contract if the Supplier is declared bankrupt
or insolvert as determined with finality by a court of competent jurisdiction.

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y. Termination for Convenience

fortuitous event(s) or changes in lawand national government policies.

. The Goods that have been delivered and/or performed or are ready for delivery

or performance within thirty (30) calendar days after the Supplier’s receipt of
Notice to Terminate shall be accepted by the Procuring Entity at the contract
terms and prices. For Goods not yet performed and/or ready for delivery, the
Procuring Entity may elect:

1. to have any portion delivered and/or performed and paid at the

2. to cancel the remainder and pay to the Supplier an agreed
amount for partially completed and/or performed goods and for
materials and parts previously procured by the Supplier.

If the Supplier suffers loss in its initial performance of the terminated contract,
such as purchase of raw materials for goods specially manufactured for the
Procuring Entity which cannat be sold in open merket, it shall be allowed to
recover partially from this Contract, on a quantum meruibasis. Before
recovery may be made, the fact of loss must be established under oath by the
Surégier to the satisfaction of the Procuring Entity before recovery may be
made.

Termination for Unlawful Acts

. The Procuring Entity may terminate this Contract in case it is determined

prima faciethat the Supplier has engaged, before or during the implementation
of this Contract, in unlanful deeds and behaviors relative to contract
acquisition and implementation. Unlawful acts include, but are not limited to,
the follomng:

1. Corrupt, fraudulent, and coercive practices as defined in ITB

4. Any other act analogous to the foregoing.



aa.Procedures for Termination of Contracts

I. The follomng provisions shall govern the procedures for termination of this
Contract:

1. Upon receipt of a witten report of acts or causes which may
constitute ground(s) for termination as aforementioned, or upon
its own initiative, the Implementing Unit shall, within a period
of seven (7) calendar days, venfy the existence of such
ground(s) and cause the execution of a \erified Report, with all

Section VII. Technical Specifications

Notes for Preparing the Technical Specifications

Aset of precise and clear specifications is a prerequisite for Bidders to respond realistically
and competitively to the requirements of the Procuring Entity without qualifying their bids.
In the context of Competitive Bidding, the specifications (e.g. productior/delivery
schedule, manpower requirements, and after-sales service/parts) must be prepared to
permit the widest possible competition and, at the same time, present a clear statement of
the required standards of wor hip, materials, and performance of the goods and
services to be procured..  Only if this is done will the objectives of transparency, equity,
efficiency, fairness and economy in procurement be realized, resporsiveness of bids be
ensured, and the subseguent task of bid evaluation and post-qualification facilitated. The
specifications should require thet all iterms, materials and accessories to be included or
incorporated in the goods be new, unused, and of the most recent or current models, and
that they include or incorporate all recent improvements in design and materials unless
otherwise provided in the Contract.

Samples of specifications from previous similar procurements are useful in this respect.
The use of metric units is encouraged. Depending on the complexity of the goods and the
repetitiveness of the type of procurement, it may be advantageous to stancardize the
General Technical Specifications and incorporate them in a separate suksection.
